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Daily Cleaning Procedures

Hall

· Antibacterial spray to be used after activities with cloth on all activity tables at regular intervals throughout the day.
· Disposable antibacterial wipes to be used additionally before the children use the tables at snack and lunchtime.
· Floor area to be swept after lunchtime and additionally as needed, particularly around sand/messy play.
· Floor to be mopped during and after water play as needed.
· Bin to be emptied daily.

Toilets
· Antibacterial spray to be kept in toilets, out of reach of children at all times.
· Toilets to be wiped after the children have used them before lunchtime and again at the end of the day. Use separate tissue paper for each toilet and flush away.
· Cloth to be kept with spray, for use on basins and surrounds, again to be cleaned after the group toilet trip before lunch and again at the end of the day.
· At the end of the day everything is to be put away in the cupboard.

Deep clean of toilets, floors etc is the responsibility of the site management.

Kitchen
· Separate cloth to be used for washing up.
· Separate cloth to be used with antibacterial spray on all surfaces before and after food preparation.
· Kitchen should be wiped down after snack things have been washed up or after additional use as necessary.
· Dirty laundry is to be taken back to Ruishton school after use and washed in the washing machine.

Deep clean of cooker, floors etc is the responsibility of the site management.

There are two sets of mop and bucket. The ‘Bodily Fluids Only’ set is to be kept in the toilet and is only to be used for that purpose. The ‘General Spillages’ set is to be kept in the hall (emptied after each use) and used for general cleaning of the hall and for water play.
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
